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NEW DRILL PROGRAM TO FOLLOW SIGNIFICANT RESULTS AT DOURADO’S SABBATH 

GOLD PROJECT IN WA 
 

 

Project Highlights: 
 

• Encouraging results from follow-up deep reverse circulation (RC) drilling program at Dourado’s 
Sabbath Gold Project near Meekatharra in Western Australia, 

 

• Over 550 metres strike length, is open along strike, 90 metres vertical depth, 
 

• Six or more deep holes will be drilled and aimed to intersect the veins at approximately 120 metres 
vertical dept. This project is scheduled for May 2010, 

 

• Encouraging results from Doray Minerals Andy Well Project located to the north of Meekatharra, 
highlights the potential of the area. 

 
Perth-based diversified mineral exploration company Dourado Resources Ltd (“Dourado” or “the company”) 
(ASX: DUO) is pleased with the results from its preliminary drilling program at the Sabbath Gold Project, 
located 12 kilometres north of Meekatharra. 
 
Details of the first drilling program were announced to the market on 15 March 2010. 
 
The significant gold intersections returned from the previously completed RC drilling occur over 550 metres 
of strike extent and demonstrated that the vertical extent of the gold mineralisation extends at least 90 
metres vertical depth. 
 
Dourado’s Managing director Mr Peter Del Fante said, “We’re optimistic that the Sabbath Gold Project will 
develop into a significant gold project. Dourado has successfully completed its first drilling program and the 
results have been encouraging to the point that a further, deeper drilling program is to be conducted in the 
coming weeks.”

All of the gold results remain open at depth and the Company is currently planning a deep reverse circulation 
program to test the down dip and down plunge portions of the gold mineralised veins.  At least six deep 
holes are planned and are aimed to intersect the veins at approximately 120 metres vertical depth. The 
drilling program is scheduled for mid May and should be completed by end of May.

In addition, further encouraging news was announced 30 March 2010 in the form of highly significant results 
released by Doray Minerals Ltd (DRM) in relation to its Andy Well project. The potential of the area was 
again highlighted when Doray announced results to their follow up program for Andy Well on 7 April 2010.  
 
Mr. Del Fante said “The results of the recent Dourado drilling program, suggest that the area occupied by the 
Sabbath Project is highly prospective for gold mineralisation.” 
 
Other Activities 
 
Mooloogool Prospect 
 
Written notification has been received from the Department of Mines and Petroleum and all corresponding 
fees have been paid in relation to the granting of tenement E51/1325. This is the most northern tenement of 
the Mooloogool Project held by Dourado which straddles the North Western Part of the Goodin Dome. 
 
A field trip to the Mooloogool Project area, located approximately 100 kilometres north east of Meekatharra 
and 20 kilometres south of the Sandfire Resources, Doolgunna/DeGrussa copper-gold discovery is also 
planned and will examine a number of exploration targets generated from some geophysical imaging and 
interpreting over the last month. A number of images of the recent data are presented below.
